A POSTAPALOTA
THE POST PALACE

(112.) A Postapalota egy 1915 kdriil kiadott képeslapon.
The Post Palace on a picture postcard issued around 1915.

-~ (000) Az els6 modern kori ,,postaszolgalati hivatalt” a Pi-
ac tér és a Vam utca taldlkozdsanal 1879-ben épitette fel a he-
lyi Ring cég. Itt kapott helyet a hatvani 26. szamua Kincstari
Postahivatal, és ide koltozott a Tavirdaigazgatosag 8. sz. hat-
vani Tiszti Allomésa is, amely mar 1874-t6l tizemelt. A varos-
képi jelent6ségli épiiletet tervezd személy nevét nem ismerjiik.
1889-ben a két hivatal egyesiilt, és Gj neve 34. sz. Kincstari
Posta és Tavirdahivatal lett. Az éptiletben 1890-t6l a postahi-
vatal takarékpénztari funkcickat is ellatott.

1900. jinius 14-én a Hatvani Kozlony mar arrél tudosit,
hogy ,helyben mitikodésbe lépett a telefonkozpont”.
1916-1920 kozott tovabb bévitették az éptiletet, hozzaépitve a
Thurz6 utcai szarnyhoz. Az 1920-as évek végétdl az épiilet
foldszintjén két helyiségben mutikodott a Magyar—Olasz Bank,
amely a régi Takarékpénztart is magdba olvasztotta. 1941-ben
a bank elkoltozott az épiiletbdl, és megkezd6dott az atalakitas.

1944. november 14-én a front kozeledtével a posta besziintet-
te tevékenységét. November 19-én egy német alakulat alaaknaz-
ta a posta muiszaki berendezéseit, majd november 24-én fel is
robbantottdk a taviré- és telefonkozpontot. Mindezeket csak
1945 marciusara sikeriilt Gjra tizemképessé tenni. 1945. janu-
ar 4-én részlegesen megindult a kozonséges levélforgalom Gyon-
gyos iranyaba. Marcius utolsé hetében mar lehetett telefondlni
Hatvanba, majus elején pedig mar Budapesttel is lehetett beszél-
ni telefonon. 1952-ben egy 400 vonalas telefonkdzpontot tele-
pitettek ide. Tanulva a II. vildghdbora borzalmaibdl, 1956. ok-
tober 28-an Mattz J6zsef gombosi hiradés f6hadnagy elfoglalta
katondival az 1. szdmu postahivatalt, és november 4-ig kézben
tartotta azt. 1973. junius 3-4n bevezetik a postai iranyitosza-
mos rendszert, és kialakitjdk a hatvani székhely(i 3. sz. irdnyit4-
si gécpontot. 1983. december 16-an crossbar rendszer( kézpon-
tot létesitettek, majd 1984. oktéber 26-an Hatvant is bekapcsol-
tdk a nemzetkozi tavhivéhalozatba, akkor még 38-as korzet-
szdmmal. Az épiiletet 1964-ben, 1989-ben és 2007-ben a kor
kovetelményeinek megfelelGen dtalakitottdk és feldjitottak.

A2 The first modern times post office was erected in 1879 by
the local firm Ring at the corner of Market place and Vam
Street. The Government Post Office Nr. 26 got room in it, and
the Station Nr. 8 of the Telegraph Office Management also
moved into the building; the latter operated as early as 1874.
However, the name of the designer of this important building
is unknown. In 1889, the two offices merged under the name
of Government Post Office and Telegraph Office Nr. 34. From
1890 the Post Office also operated as a saving bank.

On 14 July 1900 the Bulletin of Hatvan reported that ,the
local telephone exchange was put into operation”. The build-
ing was enlarged between 1916 and 1920, a new part was
added to the wing of Thurzé Street. The Hungarian—Italian
Bank worked from the end of the 1920s in two premises on
the ground floor which incorporated the Saving Bank. The
bank left the building in 1941, and the reconstruction began.

The post office stopped its activity on 14 November 1944 as
the front was approaching. On 19 November a German unit
undermined the technical equipments of the post office and on
24 November exploded the telegraph station and the telephone
exchange. These could be repaired only by March 1945. The
forward of first class mail started partially on 4 January 1945.
People could call Hatvan on the phone in the last week of March
and the connection between Hatvan and Budapest was re-estab-
lished by the beginning of May. In 1952 a 400 line telephone
exchange was put into operation. To save technical equipments,
first lieutenant J6zsef Matiz occupied the Post Office Nr. 1 with
his soldiers on 28 October 1956, and they controlled it until 4
November. The postal code system was introduced on 3 June
1973, and the direction centre Nr. 3 was established in Hatvan.
On 16 December 1986 a cross-bar system telephone exchange
was installed and on 26 October 1984 Hatvan was connected to
the international subscriber dialling network, with area code 38
at that time. The building was reconstructed and renovated in
1964, 1989 and 2007.
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~ (113.) Az els6 képeslap 1899-ben késziilt az épiiletrdl, amikor a posta vezetje Réh Jézsef féfeliigyel volt. Mint latha-
t6, az épiilet jobb oldalaban miikodott a posta és a tavirda, kozépsé frontjdban a Hatvanvidéki Takarékpénztar, mig a bal
oldalaban Gaal Ignéacz vegyeskereskedése tizemelt. Ekkor kezdték el kiépiteni a varosban a villanyhalézatot, az oszlopok
mar allnak, de a vezeték még hianyzik. Megfigyelhet, hogy az épiilet el6tt az arkon fabol készilt gyaloghidak voltak.

A2 The first picture postcard was taken of the building in 1899 when the Post Office was directed by Jozsef Réh. The Post
and the Telegraph Office worked in the right part while the Saving Bank of Hatvan District was in the middle part, and Ignécz
Gadl ran his general store in the left part of the building. The electric power supply was being built up and the poles had
already been placed but the wires were missing. The foot-bridges were made of wood over the ditch in front of the building.

72 (114.) Az 1900-as évek elején készult lapon jol lathat6 a Ring Jozsef irdnyitasaval készult eklektikus éptlet kva-
dermintds vakolata, és a sarokrizalitos rész feletti manzard teté alatt a felirat: Hatvanvidéki Takarékpénztar, mely
1890-ben kertlt fel az attikafalra. Az épiilet el6tt az drkon méar kébdl készilt gyaloghidak alltak. 1900-ban allitottak
fel az els6 levélgytjtdszekrényeket, amelyekb6l egy a bejarat jobb oldaldn mar lathato.

A= Taken at the beginning of the 1900s,, this picture postcard clearly shows the broad-stone covering of the eclectic style
building erected under the direction of Jézsef Ring, and the inscription Hatvanvidéki Takarékpénztar (Saving Bank of
Hatvan District) which was placed in 1890 on the attic wall. The foot-bridges over the ditch in front of the building were
already made of stone. The first mailboxes were placed in 1900 of which one appears on the right side of the gate.
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72 (115.) Az 1907-ben késziilt lapon megfigyelhetd, hogy fém redényok boritjak az ablakokat, és az épiilet el6tti koz-
vilagitas is korszertisodott. Az emeleti 3-3 ablakos sarokszobédban volt a tavirda. Ez az egyetlen olyan korabeli felvétel,
amely a Bazar sor jobb oldalat is mutatja, a masodik hazban pl. Schonfeld Béla cip6iizlete mtikodott. A postai tizlethe-
lyiséget mar Jatzké Lajos papirkereskedd bérli, aki késébb konyvarudat tizemeltet ugyanott.

A= The postcard of 1907-1908 shows that the windows were covered by metal shutters and public lighting was modernized
in front of the building. The Telegraph Office was in the corner room with 3 windows on both sides. This is the only picture
of that period featuring the right side of Bazaar-row, with the shoe shop of Béla Schonfeld in the second house to the left of
the Post Office. At that time the shop of the Post Office was rented by stationer Lajos Jatzké who later ran a book shop there.

7= (116.) Az 1911-1913 kozott késziilt felvételen jol lathaté a Thurzé utcai 6tablakos épiiletszarny. ,1913 szeptem-
berében Uj-hatvanban postaiigynokséget allitottak fel.” — errél tudésitott a Hatvan és Vidéke. 1914-t61 Schmitz Karoly
postafeliigyeld irdanyitotta a hivatalban dolgozé 11 munkatarsat, és neki kellett alkalmaznia azokat a néi kézbesitSket
is, akik a fronton 1évé férfi postasok helyett kihordtdk a leveleket.

A= The frontispiece of the building of Thurzé Street with five windows is distinctly visible on this photograph taken
between 1911 and 1913. ,In September 1913 a Post Agency was established in Ujhatvan” — was reported by the bul-
letin Hatvan and District. From 1914 the 11 employees of the post office were directed by superintendent Karoly
Schmitz who also had to employ female workers to deliver letters instead of the postmen who went on the front.
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2 (117.) Az el6z6 felvételhez képest mar fejlodott az épiilet kornyezetének parkositasa, amit jol mutat ez a 1913-1914-
ben készitett képeslap. Ekkoriban Barath Istvan bérkocsi tulajdonos belépésével mar 68 telefonelsfizetdt tartottak nyilvan
Hatvanban. Az egyre b6viil§ lakossagi igények miatt késGbb az épiilet atalakitasat fontolgattdk, amit a mellékelt I. emele-
ti tervrajz is mutat. Lathatd, hogy a tavirda mellé keriilt a tavbeszél kozpont.

A= As compared to the previous picture, this one made in 1913-1914 proves that the landscaping in the surroundings
of the building advanced rapidly. By that time there were 68 registered telephone subscribers in Hatvan together with
cabman Istvan Barath being the recent one to join. Due to the growing demand of the inhabitants, the town was con-
sidering to reconstruct the building, as demonstrated by the above draft of the upstairs.

7> (118.) Az 1920-as évek végén késziilt képeslap mar a kib6vitett Thurzé utcai oldalszarnyat mutatja, amit ekkori-
ban épitettek fel. Az utcafronton j6l lathat, hogy a bank portaljat is atépitették, ekkor ttint el a kvadermintas vakolat

is. A bal oldali tzlethelyiséget mar Berger Lajos bérelte ekkoriban. A kiils6 homlokzat mellett kisebb atalakitasokat haj-
tottak végre a bels6 terekben is.

A= This picture postcard dates back to the end of the 1920s and features the enlarged side-wing of Thurzé Street that was
finished at that time. The doors and the windows were reconstructed at the part of the building where the bank worked,
and it was also the time when the broad-stone covering was removed. The store on the left side was rented by Lajos Berg-
er at that time. In addition to the outer facade, smaller modifications were made in the inner rooms.
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72 (119.) Az 1920-as évek végétdl az éptilet foldszintjén két helyiségben mar a Magyar—Olasz Bank mtikodott, amely a régi taka-
rékpénztart is magaba olvasztotta. A pénzintézet vezérigazgatdi székében tovabbra is a koztiszteletnek 6rvendé Blumenttal Béla tilt,
aki 1905-tdl toltotte be ezt a tisztet. A postahivatalban dolgozo 14 f6s személyzetet 1935-t61 Apagyi Jozsef féfeliigyels vezette.
Az 1920-as évektdl Bleier Lajos réfostizlete, majd 1926-t6l Heller 1zs6 gyogyszertara mikodott az épiilet bal szarnyaban.

A The Hungarian—Italian Bank operated from the end of the 1920s in two premises on the ground floor which incorporated
the former Saving Bank. Appointed in 1905, the highly respected Béla Blumenthal continued to be the general director of the
financial institution. Senior inspector J6zsef Apagyi became the chief of the 14 employees of the post office in 1935. There were
two shops in the left wing: the haberdashery of Lajos Bleier from the 1920s and the pharmacy of Izs6 Heller opened in 1926.

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72 (120.) 1941-ben a bank elkoltozott az épiiletbél, de az itt maradé posta komoly kdrokat szenvedett el a I1. vildgha-
bortiban. A felrobbantott hivatalt 1945-46-ban helyreallitottak. A koaliciés id6kben, 1946-t6l 1949-ig a posta vezetd-
je stirtin cserélédott, ekkor Geiger Istvan, Hajda Antal, majd Kisfalvi Frigyes postafétiszt irdnyitotta a hivatal munka-
jat. 1948 aprilisaban a posta MKP tizemi szervezete még djsagot is kiadott.

A2 The bank left the building in 1941, and the post office that remained in the building suffered serious damages dur-
ing World War II. The exploded office was restored in 1945-1946. During the period of coalition, between 1946 and
1949, the directors of the post office were often changed. Istvan Geiger, Antal Hajdd and then Frigyes Kisfalvi direct-
ed the office in this period. In April 1948, even a newspaper was issued by the party organization of the post.
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~ (121.) 1964-ben atépitették a hivatal belsé tereit, és ekkor létesiilt egy udvari oldalszarny is. fgy 1855 négyzetméter-
nyire béviilt a posta alaptertilete. Ezen az 1969-ben késziilt képeslapon megfigyelhetd, hogy a f6ldszint egykori tizleteinek
helyén ablaksort alakitottak ki, mig a tetézet sarki diszcsticsanak helyére egy jellegtelen badogkup keralt. A hivatal mun-
kajat 1967-t6l Takacs Tibor postafeliigyeld iranyitotta.

A= The inner rooms of the Post Office were reconstructed in 1964 and a side-wing was erected in the court at the same
time what increased the surface of the institution to 1855 m?. This picture postcard of 1969 shows that not only the
facade was made simpler, but even the former ornamental pinnacle was replaced with an ordinary tin cone. The Post
Office was directed by senior inspector Tibor Takacs from 1967.

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7 (122.) Harom évtized utan tdnt fel Gjra a Postapalota ezen a mozaiklapon. Legutébb 2006 szeptemberétdl egy éven
kozonségteret kibGvitették, a kiszolgal6 munkahelyek szdmat megnovelték. A varosképi jelentGségd homlokzat architek-
turdjat pedig az eredeti allapotoknak megfelelgen allitottdk helyre, amely ezen a lapon még nem lathato.

A= Three decades passed until the Post Palace appeared again on this mosaic card. The latest reconstruction started in
September 2006 and lasted a year. As a result of the investment of 312 million forints, the work area and the space for
the clients were enlarged, and the number of counters was also increased. The facade was restored according to the origi-
nal state, what is of great importance to the appearance of the town. This is however not visible on the picture.
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
